In Barton

Six run for
selectman

BARTON — A special election will be held
here on January 17 so voters can choose two new
selectmen. The vote will be by Australian ballot
at the town clerk’s office.

Six candidates have filed petitions for the two
vacant seats.

Rupert Chamberlin, Paul Sicard, and
Deborah Crane-Foote are seeking the one-year
seat left by former board chairman Patsy
Tompkins. The term expires in March of 2012.

Jim Greenwood, Peter Poginy, Naomi Dean,
and Mr. Sicard are vying for the two-year seat
held by Larry Scarpa, who resigned earlier this
month. That term expires in March of 2013.

“We have one person running for two seats,”
town attorney Bill Davies said Tuesday. “That
could be just a bit of a complication. If he won
both, we’d continiue to have a vacancy.”

If elected to both seats, Mr. Sicard would
have to resign from one. The most likely scenario
is that the selectmen would then appoint a third
board member.

Ms. Tompkins resigned on November 29,
explaining that the increasing demands of her job
